Alternately,
you’ll find a search field at the top of genre pages. On mobile, you also have the ability to
search audibly by tapping the microphone symbol to the right of the search field.

How to download a song:

Desktop (browser): Click the Download icon when viewing a song in the list. At the prompt,
select Save and choose where you want to save the song. Under My Music > Downloaded
Songs, you'll see all the music you’ve downloaded in the last two weeks.

Mobile: Tap the ellipsis (three dots) to the right of a song and use the Download link found in
the menu. If you are playing a single song from an album, click the View All. When you reach
your download limit, you will not be shown the Download link in the menu. Under My Music >
My Downloads, You’ll also see the music you’ve downloaded.
